Tells the story of Paul‟s conversion from being a 
persecutor of Jesus‟ followers to becoming not just a 
simple Christian but the one who opened the Church up 
freely to non-Jews. It was the key turning-point in the 
history of the Church – and we still live in the light of it. 
Revelation 5:11-end 
The vision of John makes one thing abundantly clear: 
the priority f worship in the scheme of things. It is the 
offering due from all creation to God and to Christ, 
crucified and now vindicated. 
John 21:1-19 
This is a story about recognition. We know the Lord in 
the sharing of the gift of his ever-nourishing bread. And 
then a story about the work from him that follows. 
Recognition leads to service and even to death. 
 
- Past turning-points are gifts of God that make all  
  the difference. 
- Worship is the basis on which all Christian „following‟  
  rests. 
- Pray for readiness to recognize the call of God, and    
  then to respond.
