Psalm 42: or 43:  1 Kings 19:1-4(5-7),8-15A 
This is one of the great stories about Elijah, the out-of-time prophet 
who stuck to his guns at great cost to his comfort. He was no friend to 
the authorities, but his assurance came from God, made known not in 
great and noisy signs but in the ‘sound of sheer silence’. 
 
   Galatians 3:23-29 
This passage gives us one of Paul’s more positive thoughts about God’s 
gift of the Jewish Law through Moses long ago. It was a kind of stern 
childminder in the time of our immaturity. Nevertheless, says Paul, its 
day is now over. Taken over ‘into Christ’, we are mature – and more, 
our background is irrelevant. Race, gender and class no longer divide 
us; for Christ unites us all, whoever we are. 
 
   Luke 8:26-39     
To most modern people, this is not one of the most congenial Gospel 
stories. In the midst of Chaos, Jesus brings healing and new order, but 
at a disturbing cost.
