Such suffering is the keenest test of the reality
of commitment. Martyrs have always had a place of special
honour among Christian people, as the sharpest reminders of
the total difference that faith must make.
John 10:22-30
There comes a point when no more can be done to bring
about faith. We ‘see’ or we fail to see. But to have come to
faith is the key to the fullness of our relationship with God,
and colours everything about us at all levels.
