Today’s Readings 
Psalm 8: 
Proverbs 8:1-4,22-31 

Old Jewish poetry used the image of God’s ‘wisdom’, seen as his 
beloved companion and agent in the creation of everything. It 
was a way of expressing the belief that the world was at root an 
intelligible and orderly design of God – not a chaotic or random 
place, where things can go anyhow. Experience might point us 
either way, and Proverbs reassures us. 
 

Romans 5:1-5 

This passage is at the heart of Paul’s vision of Christian faith. 
Christ’s coming means that we are freely and with bountiful 
grace accepted and empowered by God – not because we 
deserve it but because he loves us. 
 

John 16:12-15 09     
We sometimes speak as if there were on the one hand Jesus, 
with his message and his example, and then, on the other hand, 
the Holy Spirit, less defined in our minds but certainly different. 
Not so. The Spirit is God’s way of speaking of the permanent and 
ever-fresh legacy of Christ among us. God is not divided but is 
ever new in his coming to us. 
 

¶ The creation is made by God’s wisdom. It is a thought 
that is both the deepest root of modern science & also 
of our struggle to make sense of the world around us. 

¶ Is it not our greatest reassurance to know that God 
accepts and restores us because he loves us, not 
because of our fitful efforts? 

¶ Jesus is the true picture of God in human terms once 
and for ever.
