These words were written by Minnie Louise Haskins (1875 ς 1957) but they are 

more famous because they were quoted by George VI in his Christmas 

broadcast in the dark days of 1939.

There are continuing concerns over economy 

and unemployment here in the UK and our world. There are concerns over our

The Good News is that we believe in a God whose empowering presence 

through His Holy Spirit enables the Church of God, and each of us as part of it, 

to keep working for the kingdom in acts of witness and service.

of a new childrenôs area and coffee area. The installation of a new PA system, repairs to stained glass 

windows (including the seals of Holy Trinity Priory). At the time of print safety rails for the balcony are 

being made and a date booked for the total refurbishment of the ladies toilets.
